Babli resides in Nayagaon, a village near Gurgaon, with her parents and three siblings. She is a student of 5th class at Govt. Co-Ed Secondary School in her village itself. Babli is not satisfied with the kind of environment she gets in her school. She complaints about the absence of teachers at her school.
