A resident of the resettlement colony of Bawana, Chiranjeet, 15, aspires of just one thing- to play football and represent India at National level. This young enthusiast was a student of Government Boys Sr. Secondary School at Bawana but the authorities complained of his irregularity, thus he got suspended. However the case is exactly reverse as Chiranjeet is one of those sufferers who get biased treatment at the school because of their residence.
The family, consisting of Chiranjeet’s parents and three siblings, came to Delhi from Jharkhand in 1983 and moved from Yamuna Pushta to Bawana in 2004. They have been associated with Navjyoti since then. Chiranjeet’s father works in a chemical godown. He is extremely supportive when it comes to his children’ aspirations. “We are very poor; all that I want for my children is that they always remain happy. I do not want my children to blame me that I did not support them when they needed me the most.”

Chiranjeet is matured enough to understand the financial condition of his family. He does not want his family to bear the expenses of his training. But he is a very good and dedicated player and has also played at State level in 2008. What he lacks is the formal training which he certainly can get with the help of this scholarship.
