A very hard working boy, Mohit, studies in a school at Khera Khurd. He resides in the resettlement colony of Holambi Kalan along with his mother and younger brother. Circumstances forced the family to move from Janak Puri where he attended Sarvodaya Kanyavidyalaya till 5th class. His current school is really far, but things become all the more difficult to handle for this young enthusiast when he does not get good environment at his school. His fellow students tease him by calling him a book- worm. Only few teachers, who understand his plight, try to help him out by supporting through books and guides. 
Mohit’s mother, Anita, who is a Primary Remedial teacher at Navjyoti, is very well aware of all this but can not help her son much. She herself is a literate woman and aspires to do Masters in Social Work, but considers their financial status as the biggest obstacle. “I want to provide every kind of comfort to my two sons, but who can fight with the circumstances? We even don’t have a home of our own. Mohit is a very hard- working, but his school does not support him. That annoys him.”
Mohit attends Navjyoti’s Secondary Remedial classes. He is a very active boy and participates in the functions organized in his community. His writing and communication skills are commendable. Even his teachers have recommended that a student like him deserves a better school. He needs the support so that he can acquire education from a good school.
