He didn’t want to discontinue his studies after passing 10th standard from Navjyoti, so he is studying in a school at Khera Kurdh. His school is really far so difficulty arises in commutation. Moreover he sometimes finds it hard to pay for the fare. Apart from that he is not having any school bag to carry his books. So he often uses polybag to solve the purpose. Although he has gone through many intricacies to get education, he is not satisfied with the kind of learning his school is providing.
His mother has been unwell from the past one year but due to their poor financial status, she cannot avail the services of the hospital. His father is a laborer and works under a mason. One of Prakash’s bothers also earns but he remains sick most of the time. The average monthly income is very low, thus sometimes it becomes difficult to even have a proper two- square meal. Their home is in extremely bad condition where the roof tops are not properly made and they leak when it rains. They are under severe debts and need immediate aid. At such a young age, Prakash has gone through a lot but that didn’t stop him from working hard. He has scored really well in his classes. Apart from studying, he has also worked in a shoe- making factory for two months to help his family. Despite all these atrocities that Prakash and his family is facing, he has been doing extremely well in academics. He has the rare combination of talent and hard work, so efforts need to be made so that he can get good education.
